Smart Grocery List

Broceries helps users create grocery lists quickly with minimal 
effort. Users can add items naturally, just like writing on paper, 
without dealing with complex steps or rigid structures.

Strengths

Simple and Fast Interaction 
Designed to feel as quick and flexible as writing on paper, 
minimizing friction in adding or checking items.

Missed Items

Missed Items automatically captures what users didn’t buy, 
helping prevent the same mistake from happening again.

Flexible Input Experience

Users can add items through multiple input methods (typing, 
voice, or scanning), allowing them to interact with the app in 
the fastest way depending on their situation. Low Cognitive Load 

Keeps users focused on essentials without overwhelming 
them with excessive features or complicated workflows.

No Price Awareness or Cost Tracking

The app does not yet support price input, budget tracking, or 
price comparison across items, which limits users’ ability to plan 
spending and make cost-based decisions while shopping.

Not Designed for Complex Household Planning 
Currently optimized for individual users or small households, 
not large-scale or multi-user grocery management.

History List
I designed the History page to support real shopping habits, where 
grocery items are often purchased repeatedly. Every completed list is 
automatically saved, allowing shoppers to revisit what they’ve bought 
before without rebuilding lists from scratch.
 

With a single tap, users can reuse a previous list and turn it into a new, 
editable version, giving them full flexibility to add, remove, or adjust items 
based on their current needs.

Smart Grocery List
I created a smart grocery list feature to help shoppers capture items the 
moment they think about them, without forcing them into rigid structures. 
Instead of manually assigning categories one by one, users can write freely, 
while receiving item and quantity suggestions as they type.
 

After saving, shoppers can immediately view a neatly categorized grocery list, 
allowing them to move through supermarket sections efficiently and avoid 
forgetting items during their trip.

Missed Items List

Feature #2

To reduce repeated mistakes, I implemented a Missed Items highlight that 
surfaces items users did not mark as purchased during previous shopping. 


This feature will help user to reminds users of unchecked items,  allowing them to 
generate a new list and complete all remaining purchases in a shopping activity.
